Initiative  

(Ballot Measure #3) 

Vote "YES" 
Alaskans will have a chance to vote to in-
crease the minimum wage to a more appro-
priate level, one which will help everyday 
hard working Alaskans and their families af-
ford the  basics, such as food, medical care 
and housing. This measure includes a provi-
sion maintaining it against inflation. Alaska 
had America’s highest minimum wage for 40 
years and enjoyed unprecedented growth. 
Today Alaska’s   minimum wage is only 50 
cents higher than most states. 

Alaskans for a Fair Minimum Wage (AFMW) 
was started in March of 2013 by  three former 
Alaska State Labor Commissioners to advo-
cate for the raising of the Alaska minimum 
wage to a level that would help Alaskan’s  
provide for themselves and their families. On 
April 26, 2013, AFMW submitted the applica-
tion to the then  Lt. Governor for  permission 
to begin collecting required signatures  to 
place this measure on the 2014 ballot. 

Thirty-thousand one hundred and sixty-nine 
(30,169) signatures were needed to place this 
measure on the ballot. From July 2013 to 
January 2014, one hundred and fifty (150) 
volunteers collected 43,489 signatures 
throughout the state. 

On February 2014, the Division of Elections 
confirmed that the 36,480 signatures were 
valid and met the requirements to become 
Ballot Measure 3. 

This measure proposes that the Minimum 
Wage be raised from $7.75 to $8.75 by Janu-
ary 2015, and to $9.75 by January 2016, with 
an automatic annual cost of living adjustment 
based upon the Anchorage Consumer Price 
Index  or at least $1.00 above the federal 
rate, whichever is higher built in for future  
years.
